Rules for Competition

. Only bird related, 2-D or 3-D fine art work, signed and completed within
the last three years may be entered for competition.

. We will accept non-exhibitor works for competition at a fee of $15 per entry
not to exceed 3 entries. The competitor must personally deliver all pieces
entered in the competition and pick them up. No mail-ins accepted.

. Each exhibitor having a booth may enter 3 pieces into the competition at a
fee of $10 per entry.

. All ' works must be delivered for judging between 6am and 8am Saturday.
. All entries must remain in the judging area until 4pm Saturday.

. Competition Classes are:

a. Novice: one who is a newcomer (16 years and older) and has not won
professional awards or regularly exhibited at art shows or studios.

b. Open: includes any professional artist or skilled amateurs who have won
awards or sold their works.

. Awards will be given for First, Second, Third places and Honourable Men-
tion for the Novice and Open classes. 2 dimensional, 3 dimensional and
photographic arts will be judged separately.

. Atotal of $1,600 in cash awards will be given, in addition to a “Peoples
Choice” award.

. A work will be chosen as “Spring’s Wings Artist of the Year” and will be
featured in promotional material for next year’s event.

10. The earliest post-marked requests for electric hook-up will be given

preference on a first come, first served basis.
